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Adoption of New Region Board
Organization
and Bylaws Amendments

The following Region Board re  -organization and bylaws
amendments were adopted by the Great Lakes Region
Board at the Annual Meeting on April 25, 2010, in Fort
Wayne, Indiana.

GLR BOARD ORGANIZATION: The Executive Committee
presented a recommendation to reorganize the Region
Board to establish three Standing Committees and the
reporting structure for all Region positions. Discussion
revolved around the rationale of reducing the size of

the board. The recommendation was adopted.

Although several chapter representatives reported they
did not receive the distributed materials it was noted
that the Bylaws Committee exceeded the notification
requirement with notices published in multiple issues of
the GLR Newsletter which was directed to four officers
or chairmen in each chapter.

The chart below identifies the Executive Board positions
and the direct reporting responsibilities for the other
committees.

BYLAWS AMENDMENTS: The Bylaws Committee recom-
mended adoption of eight amendments to the GLR By-
laws. Each amendment was presented separately,
opened to discussion and adopted by the Board. The by-
laws amendments follow (changes indicated in bold):

ARTICLE lll: MEMBERSHIP, Section 3: Dues

Dues rates may not be changed without at least sixty
(60) days notice to the member chapters, either by direct
mail, digitally , or via the GLR newsletter.

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS, Section 1: Elected Offi-
cers, C: Officer Restrictions.

No officer shall be eligible to hold more than one GLR
elective office at a time, nor may they serve consecu-
tive terms in the same office. A member accepting
nomination to serve as Region Director must have
served at least one term on the Executive Board of
Directors. Successive elected directors shall not come
from the same chapter, nor shall any members of
the Executive Committee come from the same
chapter.

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS, Section 4: Elections, C:
Election of the Nominating Committee.

Each chapter shall be entitled to vote for five persons

for the Nominating Committee. The five candidates for
Nominating Committee  from different chapters re-
ceiving the highest number of votes from the Region

Board present and Region Board members voting by

proxy shall constitute the Nominating Committee. The

two persons receiving the next highest number of votes
shall serve as alternate members of the Nominating
Committee.

ARTICLE V: MEETINGS, Section 6: Quorum for
Meetings.

The quorum for regular and special meetings shall be
thirty -three percent (33%) of the members  of the
Region Board.

ARTICLE IX: COMMITTEES, Section 1: Standing
Committees. A: Identification of Standing
Committees. The standing committees of the Region
shall be Bylaws, Education, and Seminar.

ARTICLE IX: COMMITTEES, Section 2: Special
Committees.

Special committees shall be appointed by the Region
Director as the Region or the Region Board deem
necessary.

ARTICLE X: FISCAL POLICIES, Section 4: Annual
Budget, B.

The Executive Board of Directors and/or the Executive
Committee shall not spend any non -budgeted funds in
