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PRE-REGISTRATION INFORMATION 
�
The Great Lakes Region Seminar 2009, hosted by the Monguagon Chapter, will be held 
at the Ritz-Carlton Hotel, 300 Town Center Dr., Dearborn, Michigan.  Seminar begins 
Sunday night with the Opening Banquet and optional ½ day classes, four-day and two-
day classes starting on Monday, and concludes Thursday night with a Closing Banquet.  
There is a planned night out on Tuesday, Teacher’s Showcase and, of course, 
Merchandise Night. 
 
The four-day seminar fee of $415 includes teacher fees and all meals, including the 
banquets.  The two-day fee of $285 includes meals on those days and either the opening 
or closing banquet.  (Note: there is no meal Tuesday Evening.)  Kit fees are listed with 
each class description.  Hotel rates are $119/night (single or double) plus tax.   
Please Note:  You must be registered at the hotel to participate in any part of the 
seminar, and you must make your own reservations for the hotel.  Hotel contact 
information will be furnished in the registration booklet. 
�
RULES FOR PRE-REGISTRATION: 
�
1.   A non-refundable deposit of $40 must accompany your pre-registration form.  This 
 deposit, which will be deducted from your final seminar fee, allows you to pre-
 register for classes of your choice and gives you a priority in class assignments.  
 Include up to two alternate choices of classes you are willing to take if your first 
 choice is not available.  Only Great Lakes Region EGA members may pre-register. 
 
2. You will receive a full seminar brochure in September and must complete your 
 registration on or before the “first-day” registration date of November 15, 2008.  
 
3. If you do not complete regular registration (and pay all fees), the class selection 
 privilege and deposit of $40 are forfeited.  Registrations received after November 
 15, 2008 will be considered late registrations and subject to late fees and loss of 
 pre-registration priorities. 
 
4. Classes that fill during pre-registration will have students selected by lottery, with 
 those not selected forming the waiting list.  If an opening occurs later it will be 
 filled from the waiting list.  Be sure to list alternate choices; your first choice is not 
 guaranteed. 
 



5. You may change your class selections during the open registration process.  Class 
 assignment  priority will be lost, but you will not lose the deposit if your 
 registration is postmarked by November 15, 2008. 
 
6. Pre-registration forms will be accepted at the GLR Seminar 2008 in Madison, 
 Wisconsin.  If you  are not attending this seminar, you may mail your pre-
 registration form postmarked prior to May 12, 2008.  Any pre-registration form 
 postmarked after this date will be returned. 
 
7. You will be notified of your pre-registration class assignments before final 
 registration in September.  You will be notified by e-mail unless you request to be 
 notified by regular mail.   Please include a self-addressed stamped envelope for this 
 purpose. (Please remember that postage goes up in May.  Use a Forever stamp or 
 include the increased postage.)

  Teacher: Roberta Chase  

A lovely porcelain doll to dance across your dressing table – 
beneath her frills and lace belies a (practical) pincushion!  A fine 
hand sewn extravaganza.  Learn fine hand sewing techniques on 
her petticoat, fine embroidery techniques on her underskirt, and 
princess lace techniques on her overskirt. Each day of this 4-day 
class will reveal a new set of the finest materials and techniques 
that employ these laces, silks, batiste, and cotton netting.  The 
result?  Your own Belle Extraordinaire.

  402   THE BEEKEEPER’S BASKET             Teacher: Barbara Jackson 

 
Busy bees will keep your stitching stash safe in 
this fantastic Beekeeper’s Basket. Worked on 
hand dyed Lakeside Graziano linen, wool and silk 
threads are used to stitch the band, pincushion 
and scissors pocket using traditional crewel 
stitches.   Emphasis will be placed on adding 
dimension and texture to your stitching.  Playing 
with color and fibers will be encouraged.  The 
Nantucket basket will be lined with calico and the 
band and accoutrements added.  All the finishing 
techniques will be demonstrated in class. Basket 
measures 10” x 6.5” x 
5.5” tall.  Threads 
include Heathway 

Crewel wools in 2 weights, Pearsall’s silks, Gumnut silks, 
Gloriana Lorikeet, and Impressions.

 403     CASTLE OF DREAMS     Teacher: Dorothy Lesher 

 
This fairytale fantasy is a study of creative couching techniques 
that create texture and interest in each segment of the cloak.  
Each patch on the cloak is worked in a careful balance of muted 
values of blue, blue-violet, red-violet, grayed rose, and blue-green 
over a gown of palest aqua.  The castle, a floating transparent 
fantasy, can be seen within her crystal ball as a tiny miniature.   
The stone work takes time and patience.

404      DESIGN YOUR OWN THREADSCAPE 
Teacher: Lois Kershner 

 
Do you want to create a canvas embroidery of your favorite 
landscape? We will work through the process using your original 
photograph. We’ll review design elements pertaining to 
perspective, then create a value sketch, line drawing, and design 
map before transferring the scene to canvas. The class explores 
criteria for choosing colors, threads, and stitches to create 
contrast, interest, and depth. No drawing skills are needed — just 
the willingness to explore with lots of individual attention.

405     SERENITY          Teacher: Sylvia Murariu 

      
This graceful design reminds us of a pleasant day in the 
garden and combines, in a modern form, Romanian Point 
Lace technique, embroidery and beading. Romanian Point 
Lace is a tape and needle lace art form and traditional 
colors are white, or off white, using crochet cotton. On this 
design a Moiré fabric is used as a base. A variety of 
crocheted cords, of different fibers and colors, is 
harmoniously placed on the design, in combination with 
embroidery stitches and beads.  At the edges of the 
crocheted cord, little loops are evenly placed, which are 
used to spread the stitches neatly on the fabric. Cebelia 
crochet cotton, DMC embroidery floss and lame fiber are 
used for stitches. Beads are added for embellishment.

 201      UKRAINIAN NYZYNKA BOX TOP       Teacher: Phyllis Maurer  

   
Ukrainian Nyzynka is a colorful embroidery technique 
originating in the Carpathian Mountains.  Bright 
colorful bands featuring traditional colors and 
traditional designs have been used for this project.  
The student will learn how to stitch this technique, 
factors to consider before combining multiple design 
bands in a single project, and how to complete the 
stitching for an open-ended band.  The multiple bands 
are unified with the multi-colored ribbons, added as 
the final step.

202          GREAT LAKES SAMPLER 
Teacher: Barbara Richardson 

 
This project depicts Michigan surrounded by the Great Lakes 
and with the state flower.  An alphabet will be enclosed so 
that the border can be personalized by the students with their 
names, dates, etc.  Students will be using the following 
stitches: Cretan, leaf, stem outline, padded random long and 
short, small rounded Rhodes, Nobuko, slash cross with filler, 
basketweave, couching, lazy daisy, raised closed 
herringbone, upright cross, small-t, backstitch and random 
horizontal. 
 
Kit fee: $40    Level: Intermediate           Length: 2 days 

 
 

203       COLOUR  INTOXICATION     
Teacher: Marion Scoular 

 
Originally designed in 1978 and published in 1979 in The 
Scribner Book of Embroidery Designs, edited by Muriel 
Baker, this concept of overlapping glasses has been up-
dated to incorporate the concept of shading. It is NOT a 
colour wheel, rather, is colour interaction. It can be executed 
as shown or, if preferred, in a monotone of the student’s 
choice. How to shade in this creative technique will be 
thoroughly explained so that no two designs in the class will 
be alike.

204             THE THREE EMBROIDERIES              Teacher: Gail Sirna 

 
Reminiscent of the Three Graces the "Three 
Embroideries" is a salute to  needlework and three 
of its most popular forms.  A trio of beautiful young 
women is portrayed, each clad in flowing robes 
worked in one of three different embroidery 
techniques.  The Muse of Canvaswork wears 
a robe worked in a complex needlepoint stitch, 
embellished with gold and tiny beads The Muse of 
Counted Thread wears a robe of shaded 
blackwork.  And the Muse of Surface Embroidery 
has a lovely robe of silken flowers.  All are 
beautiful; all present a pleasing learning 
opportunity.

205        ELIZABETHAN GOLDWORK ©

Using motifs from numerous sources that I have 
researched, the students will develop their own 
designs and stitch patterns to complete a stitch 
diagram.  The students explore the traditional metal 
embroidery of the 16th century and how they can 
apply that to their work. Choices are available to the 
student:

This piece gives the illusion of difficulty, but is 
stitched with ease by the intermediate through 
advanced beader.  The “focal bead” is even-
count peyote stitch. The spiral stitch and 
stringing finish the look.   A bonus of a bracelet 
and fringe earrings are included.

207     AUBERGINE BUTTERFLY     Teacher: Margaret Kinsey 
 

Aubergine Butterfly is beginning silk and metal 
thread embroidery.  This course is designed to 
assist the student not acquainted with beginning 
techniques.  The techniques are simple, and 
give striking effects when completed.  Stitches 
are straight, padded satin, couching techniques 
using various purls, Japan metal, braid, 
attaching beads, spangles and chips of purl.  
The foundation material is satin.  Threads used 
in the piece are pearl, check, and rough purl, #8 
braid, #1 Japan gold-imitation and #5, silk 
couching thread, spangles, and beads. 
   
Kit fee: $45         Level: Basic       Length: 2 days 



208     HUMMINGBIRD PINCASE 
Teacher: Marsha Papay Gomola 

 
The ruby-throated hummingbird appears to dart from blossom to 
blossom in this lovely scene on the cover of the pincase. Adding 
interest to the scene are a variety of insects hiding in the foliage. 
The scene is framed by a floral border counted over one. This 
floral border is repeated on the 
inside and back covers. The back 
of the case has an area that is 
perfect for initials. The interior of 
the case is finished with a padded 
raised area that will hold the pins.

209     BEFORE AND AFTER….. 
Teacher: Kathy Fenchel 

 
Learn how to develop a ‘plan of attack” for your new 
canvas! You will learn how to decide where to begin 
stitching, how to determine which stitches and threads 
are appropriate for your purposes. In addition you will 
learn to change any unappealing elements of the original 
design, how to change colors, add dimension, and how 
to utilize your personal library of stitch reference books. 
You will leave class with printed materials that include a 
mini-stitch guide and tip sheets as well as visible 
progress on your canvas! Each 2 day session includes a 
day of Studio Time as well as the consultation with Kathy 
or a second canvas stitch guide for an additional $10 kit 
fee.

 301    TWO JAPANESE TECHNIQUES     

Teacher: Phyllis Maurer 
 

This project combines two Japanese techniques – 
Temari and Kogin – both using a blue and white 
color scheme.  Stitching the Kogin Zabuton 
(cushion) is very straightforward.  The class booklet 
contains multiple Kogin designs in varying 
complexities to choose from. The Temari is stitched 
in a classic chrysanthemum design, with a variety of 

fibers.  The student should understand how to divide a mari, and how to use the herringbone 
stitch on a Temari.

302        HOT POT          Teacher: Dawn Donnelly 

 
Inspired by polymer clay vessels, Hot Pot is bright and 
full of patterns too, but without the messy clay.  The 
contrasting patterns work together to form a 
harmonious piece.  The ever changing colors and 
stitches makes this piece come alive by using Rhodes, 
Rice, Trellis, Oriental, Satin, Double Straight Cross, 
Staggered Cross, Basketweave and Upright Cross.  
The teapot offers experiences that the student will find 
challenging and fun.  These opportunities include using 
a square stitch to create a circle, color theory and 
laying threads using multiple strands of embroidery 
floss and silk.

303     THE LONG AND THE SHORT OF IT     
Teacher: Marion Scoular 

 
A small, Jacobean-style design provides the perfect vehicle to 
learn various ways of shading using D.M.C. 100% cotton 
Floche. Highly mercerized, this obedient thread looks and feels 
like silk. Learn how to shade realistically.

304     LAVENDULA      
Teacher: Cindy Valentine 

 
This lovely set of sewing accessories, a sewing 
case, scissor fob and biscornu, is 
stitched entirely in silks on 28 
count linen.  Although the model 
is stitched in lavender, student 
may work with teacher to select 
an alternate color way or white.  
Twelve different stitches are used 
in this piece and all will be clearly 

demonstrated in class.  Kit consists of linen, Gloriana and Rainbow Gallery 
silk threads, Dupioni for lining, mother of pearl thread rings, mother of pearl 
ruler and mother of pearl thread winder.  Students will make twisted cord 
and tassel, and learn an easy finishing technique for a scissor fob, biscornu, 
or small ornament.   Finishing for the sewing case will be demonstrated and 
complete finishing instructions are provided.

305       ELIZABETHAN ELEGANCE ©      
Teacher: Kay Stanis 

�
Following the traditions and interpretations of designs of 
the sixteenth century and blending them with the silk and 
metal of the twenty first, we will create an exquisite floral.   
For dimensional effects we will be using padding in card, 
felt, and string under silk and various goldwork techniques. 
Students will be encouraged to use their own ideas in color 
and stitch interpretations.

     306     RIBBONS AND BEADS      

Teacher: Anne Freiburger 
 
Ribbons anyone?  This class is an eye pleasing, fun 
to stitch design suitable for finishing as a purse 
insert.  Students will create a glistening background 
by weaving sheer silk ribbon over the canvas and 
stitching patterns “through” the ribbon with various 
synthetic and metallic threads.  Students will 
personalize their piece with beads and other 
embellishments they bring to class adding texture and “glitz.”  Techniques include weaving and 
securing sheer silk ribbon on canvas, making a twisted cord, laid filling pattern, Rhodes, 
Eyelet, Smyrna Cross,  Double Plaited Cross, and attaching beads and other findings.  
Alternative color scheme with silver and black ribbon will be available in advance. 
 
Kit fee: $55      Level: Intermediate           Length: 2 days 



307    RIBBONS: TRADITIONAL PATTERNS      
Teacher: Margaret Kinsey 

 
Geometric patterns are found in all Japanese art forms.  The 
patterns in this study are the flax leaf pattern, nami, tortoise, 
and the ajiro zashi (a weaving) pattern.  The colors chosen 
for this study are reminiscent of the dark blues and iron reds 
found in the very old imari designs. The kit materials are 
basic to Rozashi.  Silk, mixed (brocade), and metallic 
threads are used.  The ground is silk ro.  The kit is complete 
with all supplies needed to complete the piece. Join us for a 
trip into Japanese art and craft.

308     MY TREASURES SEWING BOX     
Teacher: Marsha Papay Gomola 

 
A beautiful sewing box that showcases a variety of 
techniques. The ground fabric on the exterior is 

decorated with pulled thread 
and a spray of raised flowers is 
on the top. A blackwork design 
decorates the finished interior 
that is outfitted with pockets, a 
pincushion, and needlepages. On the underside of the box is a small 
band sampler that contains space for the date, a signature, and the city 
or state in which it was stitched. The box contains a coordinated scissors 
fob and pinwheel. 
 
Kit fee: $160         Level: Intermediate      Length: 2 days 
 

  
309     BEFORE AND AFTER…..           Teacher: Kathy Fenchel 

 
This is the second two-day session of Kathy’s class.    As described before, you will leave 
class with printed materials that include a mini-stitch guide and tip sheets as well as visible 
progress on your canvas! Each 2 day session includes a day of Studio Time as well as the 
consultation with Kathy or a second canvas stitch guide for an additional $10 kit fee.  
 
Kit fee: $10  Level: All  Length: 1 day (plus 1 day Studio Time) 
 
 
 310     STUDIO TIME       
 
 This session provides time to work on your own pieces in an informal, relaxed setting.  There 
will be no teacher or kit fee for this class.
